These will be posted on
our school website. Those families who do not have any access to internet will be issued with hard copies.

o Our Parent Council will repost information and sign post families on how to access Learning
Activities on their Facebook page far the duration of any school closure.

. School staff are meeting this week to discuss possibilities of using GLOW and online learning sites
to further enhance learning opportunities. Further information on this will be communicated to families.

In order to support Government advice within school we are doing the following:
* Hygiene lessons with all classes.
¢ A continued focus on hand washing.
Following NHS guidance:
* Wash your hands with soap and water, or use a sanitiser gel, regularly throughout the day.
¢ Catch your cough or sneeze in a tissue, bin it, and wash your hands.

¢ Cough / sneeze into your sleeve if no tissue.
